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The APA Council of 
Representatives will 
meet again in August 
and there is an issue to 
be considered which is 
of direct interest to 

each member of state, provincial and territo-
rial psychological associations:  the “dues 
discount”. 
 
The dues discount benefit was initiated by 
Council several years ago in response to a 
perception that some APA members and 
potential members preferred to join other 
scientific or professional organizations 
rather than APA.  As an enticement to APA 
membership, those members of certain other 
organizations were allowed to deduct some 
or all of their membership costs paid to the 
other organizations from the price of APA 
membership dues.  Over time, more other 
organizations were added to the dues dis-
count list.  This practice continues and there 
is a current proposal to add a large major 
“competitive organization” to the dues dis-
count benefit. 
 
A glaring omission from eligibility for an 
APA dues discount, however, is membership 
in state, provincial or territorial psychologi-
cal associations.  Membership in your SPTA 
does not qualify you to receive the discount 
on your APA dues enjoyed by your col-
leagues who belong to the “favored” organi-
zations on the list. 
 
Division 31 has long protested this inequity.  
Does APA not value membership in SPTAs 
as much as membership in these other or-
ganizations?  Is there an assumption that a 
dues discount is some how less necessary to 

encourage SPTA members to obtain or 
maintain APA membership?  Efforts to cor-
rect this problem have been met with various 
excuses:  it would cost too much to extend 
the benefit to SPTAs; it would be unlawful 
because of certain federal tax provisions; it 
is not the right time to do it, etc.  Speaking 
for myself, I am tired of the excuses and de-
lays.  The time is now to fix this inequity or 
abandon the dues discount benefit  
 
The leadership of Division 31 is committed 
to action on this issue.  We will continue to 
push organize, liaison, coordinate, etc. ef-
forts.  But, we need help on this from each 
of you as well.

Most Division 31 members have been asked to 
respond to “action alerts” from APA or from 
your SPTA urging you to contact your senators 
or representative regarding an issue of impor-
tance to psychology.  I have a similar request.  
The APA Council is the policy-making body of 
our national organization.  Council created the 
dues discount benefit and has the sole authority 
to make it equitable for all psychologists.  Does 
Council have the will to do so?  You have the 
ability to bring this issue to the top of Council’s 
agenda by letting the Council Representatives 
from your SPTA and your divisions know you 
think this issue is important enough to overcome 
all the excuses and delays.  Tell your Represen-
tatives to work with other like-minded Represen-
tatives to take the action, at the August 2008 
Council meeting, to fix the problem – “Get er 
done, now!”  Certainly, no other organizations 
should be added to the dues discount program 
before SPTAs are added.  If SPTAs just “cannot” 
be added, then the dues discount program should 
be discontinued immediately.  I do not want to 
again see this benefit on my APA dues invoice 
unless it included the organizations I think most 
important – State, Provisional and Territorial 
Psychological Associations.   
 

The Executive Committee of the Mississippi 
Psychological Association (to which I belong) 
has discussed this with our Council Representa-
tive and we are all in agreement on moving this 
issue forward, in August, without further delay. 
 

How about your SPTA?

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Georgia Psychological Association 
 
Thus far, Georgia psychologists have had an active year. First, 
we produced the first Mind Body Health Fair which was co-
sponsored by APA. This afternoon event was held at a local mall 
with 750 people filling out stress surveys and attending mini-
workshops. Approximately 50 volunteer psychologists partici-
pated on-site as hosts with others presenting the workshops and 
selling vendor space. This first time event was a major success in 
educating the public and providing visibility for psychologists.  
 
GPA just wrapped up our Annual Meeting on Jekyll Island, 
Georgia. Two-hundred- fifty attendees welcomed Keynote Pre-
senter, Dr. Leslie Greenberg, Professor of Psychology, York 
University, Toronto, Ontario. The conference theme was Psycho-
logical Wellness: Anticipating the Challenges of the Contempo-
rary World…the times they area a changing’ (Bob Dylan).  
 
Due to re-licensure at the end of the year, we are offering a num-
ber of fall workshops including Risk Management, Ethics, and 
Psychopharmacology.  There will also be a mid-fall conference 
featuring a 6-hour workshop on MMPI-2-RF featuring Yossef 
Ben-Porath, M.D., Kent State Psychology Professor. 
 
 
Nebraska Psychological Association 
 
The Nebraska Psychological Association has worked hard to 
build membership this past year and to solicit information from 
members on the organization’s potential pursuit of prescriptive 
authority for psychologists in Nebraska.  A grant application has 
been submitted to CAPP to help defray costs associated with 
these efforts and NPA is in the process of scheduling "town hall" 
meetings to discuss priority issues with members.  The associa-
tion has instituted bylaw revisions to include electronic voting 
and increase flexibility with the use of online survey instruments 
and electronic conferencing.  NPA has also prioritized sustaining 
a Public Education Campaign and addressing the needs of early 
career psychologists.   
 Along with new board members come new ideas; those new 
ideas along with veteran members’ experience have aided the 
association’s efforts to actively address licensing regulation is-
sues to ensure a place for psychology within on-going behavioral 
health changes, particularly in the Medicaid and Medicare are-
nas.  NPA became a state association 55 years ago and the board 
is working to commemorate this event at our fall conference in 
October.    

NPA is a member of the Nebraska Behavioral Health Coalition, a 
group of providers, facilities and consumers including the Ne-
braska Medical Association and Nebraska Hospital Association, 
that seek to provide the best services possible to those in need of 
mental health and substance abuse treatment.  With the coalition, 
NPA has successfully persuaded state senators to increase pro-

vider rates consistently over the past 10 years, with this past year 
showing significant increases.  Legislative advocacy is a priority 
of NPA and the association is currently building a legislative 
agenda with association lobbyists and a statewide network of 
psychologists who will be the lead contacts with state senators in 
each of the 49 legislative districts.     

 
Illinois Psychological Association 
 
The Illinois Psychological Association hosted the formation of a 
coalition to add eating disorders to the list of covered diagnoses 
in the Illinois Mental Health Parity Act. Other participants in the 
coalition included the Illinois Psychiatric Society, Illinois 
ANAD, and the Chicago Bar Association. We also obtained the 
support of another very large coalition, the Mental Health Sum-
mit. The eating disorders bill passed the House, where it was 
introduced and then recently unanimously passed the Senate. We 
anticipate that the Governor will sign the bill. 
  
Thanks to the outstanding work of our graduate student section 
the number of graduate student members in the association has 
grown to 435. This section (IPAGS) is extremely popular be-
cause of its ongoing sponsorship of workshops and networking 
meetings geared toward students. The individual who began this 
section as a graduate student, has recently been licensed as a psy-
chologist and is working on a similar section for early career 
psychologists. With the increasing number of our members re-
questing life membership, the need to bring in younger members 
has grown.  
  
The theme of the IPA's 2008 annual convention to be held No-
vember 6 through 8, 2008 is "Thinking outside the box: Experi-
encing psychology in 2008." 
 
North Carolina Psychological Association 
 
2008 is the North Carolina Psychological Association's 60th An-
niversary and the primary celebration was held at the April 
Spring Conference.  NCPA's past presidents were honored, a 
special legislative award was presented, and 60th anniversary 
awards for outstanding contributions were presented to Dr. Anto-
nio Puente for outstanding service to professional practice and 
Dr. Don Baucom for outstanding service to science and teach-
ing.  NCPA's first Psychologically Health Workplace Awards 
were also presented at the conference. Three companies received 
PHW Awards and three companies received Best Practice 
Awards. 
  
As part of the 60th Anniversary Celebration the NC Psychologi-
cal Foundation launched a $60 for 60 campaign and over $6,000 
was raised at the Spring Conference. This is a year-long cam-
paign with a goal of asking every member of NCPA to contribute 
$60 to honor NCPA's 60th Anniversary. 

ShoP TAlk/State Updates

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Iowa Psychological Association 
Iowa Psychological Association recently hired a Training Task Force Director to oversee the expenditure of the $50,000 allocation 
in 2007 by the state of Iowa for expansion of internship opportunities. The 2008 legislature approved an additional $50,000 to that 
end this year.  
 
Ohio Psychological Association  
It has been a busy few months for the Ohio Psychological Association’s (OPA) committees and board of directors. OPA’s Profes-
sional Practice Committee is compiling a Professional Practice Toolkit to serve as a resource for early career psychologists and 
psychologists considering a career transition to help them sort out the complex world of psychology practice. The Diversity Com-
mittee collaborated with many Ohio organizations to bring in Dr. Thomas Gordon of Philadelphia for a two-day workshop on Afri-
can/Black Psychology and Pluralistic Leadership. The Communications and Technology Committee’s Telepsychology Guidelines 
for non face-to-face psychological services were recently approved by the Board of Directors. These guidelines can be viewed at 
www.ohpsych.org. OPA’s Science Committee also held its latest edition of the Small College Roundtable, a forum for faculty at 
small colleges and universities. The Public Interest Committee partnered with other organizations to host a Mental Health Month 
event at the Center of Science and Industry (COSI) in Columbus. This event featured mental health activities for children, and in-
formation for adults. 
 
Advocacy remains a strong priority for OPA. OPA introduced and members testified for the Sequence of Training Bill. OPA also 
was a force in passing a bill that improves the contract and certification process for healthcare providers. OPA’s annual Legislative 
Day trained more than 30 psychologists and graduate students to become advocates for psychology. OPA staff and board members 
also have met at the governor’s office about statewide mental health parity. 
 
Oregon Psychological Association 
The Oregon Psychological Association (OPA) recently finished its annual conference at the Oregon Convention Center in Portland, 
Oregon.  The conference drew over 220 attendees and our keynote speaker was Dr. John Briere who spoke on Mindfulness Train-
ing: The Third Pathway to Trauma Resolution.  Our conference also featured a silent auction to support the Psychologists of Ore-
gon Political Action Committee, an art show featuring "heads" painted by local art students, on-line membership surveys on-site, 
exhibits, awards presentations and great networking opportunities.  Our membership continues to be strong and the association re-
mains active through legislative advocacy, continuing education, outreach programs to the public, colleague networking and more.
